Suas Educational Development

Suas Educational Development is a movement dedicated to supporting quality education in under
resourced communities. We support the education of 14,000 children per annum across Ireland, India
and Kenya.

We support the education of 14,000 children per annum across Ireland,
India and Kenya. Over the past six years we have developed a comprehensive range of high quality
programmes in Ireland working in partnership with a network of 2500 young people across 10 college
societies and a graduate alumni. We run education and mentoring programmes, events, awareness
campaigns and development education courses.

The Challenge for Irish Education

In light of the current deterioration of the Irish economy it is vital that those who have benefitted least
from the Irish Education system in the ‘boom’ years do not see a further fall in their educational
attainment and are supported now, more than ever to release their potential.

= Children from disadvantaged communities constitute the majority of those who fail to benefit from
the education system and that under achievement in school can have inter generational effects on
families and communities (DEIS (Delivering Equality of Opportunity in Schools) Action, Plan 2005). A
report by the National Economic and Social Forum in 2002 noted that 25% of early school leavers
were from the ‘Unskilled Manual’ socio economic group, compared to 7.6% for ‘Higher
Professionals’.

= Despite almost full participation of Travellers in primary education, the low achievement level of the
majority ... is a matter for concern ...the vast majority of Travellers are leaving post primary schools
early and without qualifications. (Department of Education and Science 2005). In 2005 the drop-out
rate between third and fifth year of Traveller students was over 80%.

= |Immigrant children in Irish primary and secondary schools possess a string motivation to learn
(Devine & Kenny, 2002). However studies show that ‘minority language children’ ... do consistently
less well than their classmates born in that country to parents also born in that country.

There is a need for additional cost-effective, scalable interventions, complementary of the current
system to ensure that these children and young people are encouraged to remain in school, complete
their education, and where appropriate, aspire to enter into third level education.

In addition, the number of third level students engaged in community volunteering has decreased.
There is a need for the next generation to learn the habits of responsible citizens so as to help achieve
educational equality (Dunne 2002) and a society committed to that equality.

What are the Suas Mentoring Programmes?

Suas mentoring programmes aim to address educational disadvantage and promote social inclusion
across Ireland. They offer a low cost, targeted support to young people at the margins of the education
system.

Suas College Societies work in partnership with local community organisations to design and implement
innovative support programmes for children and young adults from under resourced or marginalised
groups in their local community.

Over the past year, 287 children and young people from marginalised and under resourced communities
benefitted from 8 Suas mentoring projects. 222 third level students volunteered their time in these
projects.



Who benefits from Suas Mentoring Programmes?
The programmes engage three target groups - members of the travelling community, refugees and
asylum seekers and children from designated disadvantaged schools. Mentoring Programmes are
currently active in Dublin, Cork and Galway delivering a total of 2-3 contact hours per person per week
over a 6 month period (programmes held during school & college term times) at a cost of €5-€7 per hour

per participant.

Suas Mentoring Programmes support the education of these groups by;

=  Providing practical literacy programmes and homework support groups for students from
disadvantaged schools and members of the travelling community.

= |mproving access to and attitudes towards third level education for students from
disadvantaged backgrounds by providing peer- to peer mentoring.

=  Providing one-to-one English language lessons to refugees/asylum seekers creating
opportunities for both Irish students and refugees/asylum seekers to effectively engage socially
and participate in cultural exchange.

With a view to;

= Raising formal education outcomes

= Enhancing interpersonal skills - the ability to form successful relationships and improved
behaviour and coping skills.

=  Promoting access to third level education

Breaking down barriers...building active citizens.
By engaging third level students with volunteering and mentoring programmes through Suas College
Societies and Graduate Alumni, we plan to foster leadership skills and a volunteering culture in young
people. The longer-term expected benefit is that volunteers will continue their engagement with social
issues thereby building build a generation of socially committed and leaders of the future.

Going Forwards

Suas Mentoring Programmes have entered into phase two of what is seen as a three phase growth
model detailed in the table below. The first three years of Suas mentoring initiatives were characterized
by rapid and organic growth with moderate support from Suas core body. While the programmes
showed potential, there were challenges to sustainability. Key areas such as programme development,
monitoring and evaluation were minimal.

Over the past year the Suas Office has begun to address these issues and increase its support level
focusing on high potential mentoring programmes. Suas is currently seeking funding to further develop
this pilot support model and lay the foundations to move towards expansion and sustained growth of
these mentoring programmes nationwide.
